AVDT Case Log Guidelines
Revised 01/11/2005
This document is a guideline for the mentor of an AVDT applicant and for the applicant.  It is just a basis for review of logs, but does not mean that all case logs the mentor reviews will be approved by the Credentials Committee of the AVDT.

AVDT case logs consist of a one line summary of each case managed by the applicant.  Case logs require use of approved AVDC abbreviations.  (Current abbreviations are registered on AVDC website as of January 2004).

To make construction and management of the case logs as user friendly as possible for applicants, AVDT provides a CD containing an Excel based spreadsheet file with templates and instructions for logging cases and related activities.  Use of this spreadsheet is required by the Credentials committee.

Required Case logs

A detailed list of a minimum of 50 veterinary dental cases seen during the AVDT approved training period is required  Cases that were treated prior to the applicant’s AVDT training program acceptance date cannot be included in the case log.  

The case log is to conform to the guidelines, nomenclature and abbreviations described below.  A completed dental chart must be available for all logged cases but need not be submitted unless requested by the AVDT.  For the midterm report to the mentor, the log is to be submitted as both AVDT Categorical and Chronological logs for the cases seen during the most recent January 15-December 31 period.

For submission as part of a credentials application package, the full Categorical and Chronological log is required including all cases logged during the entire AVDT training period.  

Chronological Log: The cases are to be numbered sequentially and listed chronologically. 

Categorical Log: The cases are to be listed under the categories and subcategories stated in the AVDT Case log categories listing.  The Categorical Case Log is to begin with a table listing number of cases seen in each sub-category.  For each case listed, the case number is to be the same number assigned to the listing of that case in the chronological list.  If an applicant remains in a training program for more than 2 years, cases in the log that are more that 2 years old cannot be counted towards meeting the AVDT total case logs.  However, the applicant is not required to revise the individual case log numbers following deletion of cases that are no longer allowable.  Any report to the AVDT that includes a case log in which the most recent 2 year chronological log list dos not start with case 1 is to note the reason for not starting with 1 as the initial case in the chronological log. 
Case Log Categories
The AVDT case log categories listed below are to be used in all AVDT case logs.  In the list below, where a number of procedures are grouped in brackets under a general heading, inclusion of at least one procedure of each type is strongly recommended.  See full credentials packet for number of required cases in each category. 

Oral Medicine
OM cases requiring involved diagnostic tests (e.g. anesthesia and biopsy or radiographs, sislography, nasticatory muscle, EMG, or where laboratory tests beyond complete blood counts ad biochemical profiles are used) but which do not include a treatment procedures that is logged under a treatment category on that patient on that date.

Periodontics

PE1   A complete prophylaxis not requiring involved periodontal treatment

PE2 Involved Periodontal scaling and root planning to include PE1 includes placement of a perioceutic medication when no PE3 or PE4 procedure is performed as periodontic placement is considered adjunctive treatment)
PE 3   Simple periodontal surgery (gingivectomy/gingivoplasty, open curettage, or flap procedure, except those combined with bone grafting or GTR, includes items in PE1 or PE2)

Pe4 Involved periodontal treatment) oseous surgery, increasing attachment height, bone augmentation, gingival grafting, guided tissue regeneration, periodontal splinting, includes items in PE1 or PE2 (Note, extraction followed by placement of a bone substitute or bone promoting material is not a PE4 case)

Endodontics 

EN1 Mature canal endodontic, obturation, non surgical
EN2 Vital pulp therapy (partial vital pulpotomy)

EN3 Surgical endodontic treatment, apexification, replacement and endodontic therapy of avulsed or luxated teeth, splinting of tooth with horizontally fractured root with follow up endodontic evaluation

Restorative Dentistry
RE Restorative procedures (requiring gingival flap exposure, occlusal table cavity preparation, other involved restoration, but not, including routine restoration of endodontic access openings)

Oral Surgery

OS1 Simple (closed) dental extraction, crown amputations

OS2 Involved dental extractions (open or closed, requiring tooth sectioning, bone removal or other procedures in addition to work with elevators and forceps) A full mouth extraction patient may be logged as one OS2 case.

OS3 Mandibular or displaced maxillary fracture fixation (using dental acrylics splint, body of mandible fracture fixation with wire, pins, screws or plate, symphyseal separation fixation)
OS4 Involved oral surgical procedures (TMJ condylecctomy, repair of existing palatal defects and oronasal fistulas, maxilectomy, mandibulectomy)

OS5 Miscellaneous soft tissue oral surgery(e.g. resection of traumatic cheek or subgingival granuloma hyperplasia, salivary gland surgery, removal of oral masses not requiring maxillectomy or mandibulectomy, laser surgery for stomatitis

Prosthedontics

PR Crown and/or bridge, preparation and cementation (including canine, incisor and carnassials teeth)

Orthodontics

OR1 Malocclusion treatment plan, including detailed consultation and recording of the evaluation of the bite or bite registration, impressions, study models, with or without occlusal adjustment, occlusal adjustment in exotic species
OR2 Extraction of deciduous teeth or permanent teeth causing malocclusion

OR3 Management of clinical malocclusion (crown, amputation, application of an inclined plane) excluding cases listed under OR1 or OR4

OR4 Management of clinical malocclusions (use of an active force orthodontic device) (excluding cases listed under OR1)
Other Species

EX Dental procedures of animals other than dogs and cats which are not listed in any other category

Miscellaneous cases:  
When a case does not appear to fit into any of the AVDT categories, the applicant is to request clarification from AVDT.  Send an email message to the Secretary who will forward it to the Credential committee chair.  When necessary, the Credentials chair will forward the query to the Board for consideration.
Guidelines for Counting Cases

An AVDT case is defined as either the performance or assistance in a dental discipline.  A maximum of one case may be logged from any single treatment episode of a particular animal.  If this patient is anesthetized later for another dental procedure, it may be used again.  
Format for Submission of Case Logs

Both Chronological and Category Logs of all cases performed during the two year mentorship program are to be submitted as part of the applicant’s report to the mentor. (One half of logs and case reports should be completed for midterm review by mentor.)  The cases documented on the Chronological Log are transferred to the appropriate Categorical Log for submission as part of a credentials application package,

All logs must be in the AVDT format using approved AVDC abbreviations.

Requirements in AVDT Categorical Case logs

1. Category


List the category and subcategory you are assigning this case to, using the Case 
Log Categories, to determine the category and subcategory.  All dental cases are 
to be included in the Chorological Log to determine the breadth and depth of an 
applicant’s caseload.  However, only cases in which procedures were performed, 
or in the case of category cases in which treatment planes/recommendations were 
completed, can be categorized and logged in the Categorical Log.

2. Number


Case number

Consecutive throughout an applicants program, listed in date order.

     
If an applicant remains in a training program for more than 2 years cases in the 
log that are now more than 2 years old can no longer be counted, however, the  
applicant is not required to revise the individual case log numbers following 
deletion of cases that are no longer allowable.  Any report to the AVDT involving 
such a case log is to note the reason for not starting with case number 1 as the 
initial case included in the log.  The note is to be included at the start of the 
chronological case log.  Follow up procedures for the same cases retain the same 
case number.  For example an orthodontic appliance installation case is assigned a 
case number and the same case number is logged again for appliance check or 
adjustment visits and for appliance removal. 

3. Date

     
Month, day and year procedures were performed.

4. Patient Name

    
 List the patients’ name or clinic case number

5. Signalment

     
Species, age breed and gender of the patient.

6. Diagnosis,

     
List the diagnosis (is) made using the approved AVDC abbreviations.

7.  Dental Procedure,
      
List the dental procedures performed using the approved AVDC abbreviations.
      
Individual teeth treated are to be identified. 
     
 The AVDT requests that the modified Triadan system of tooth identification be 
used. 

8. X-rays

    
This column is checked if radiographs were taken
9. Anesthetic 


List anesthetic protocol, generic drug names preferred

10. The applicant and the applicants’ mentor are to sign each page of the case logs.

     
Signature stamps are not accepted.  
11. Use of the AVDT Excel based Case log template is required for applicants.
Chronological Case Logs 

All logs must be in the AVDTA required format.  The cases are to be numbered sequentially from the start of the applicants’ program date.  One number per case counted on a patient is assigned and appears in the number column.  Below the case log number in parentheses or in a separate column, the category into which it is logged is entered.  Remember, each patient can only be counted in one category per anesthetic procedure.  All above categorical log information should be included.
